ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS BESAFE WALL
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CONTENTS PACKAGE 1
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	9 wall shelves
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	9 product information holders to be fitted on wall shelf
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	9 brackets to be fitted on legframes
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	4 two-parted L-shaped leg frames with connecting plates
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	3  bottom shelves – right – middle - left
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	2 dividable side plates – left and right
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	3 top plates – right, middle and left – with brackets and guide rail for side Plexiglas plate
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	12 back plates 

9 of same size and 3 smaller to be fitted on top of the wall (right and left with rounded edges, middle square)
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	LED lighting fixtures

 6x500mm and 4x1150mm, 2 electric transformers with cables
(2 packages; 1 smaller 1 bigger)



2 pairs of protective gloves, nuts and bolts set, 9 plastic holders for product information and 9 data label holders for pricing information.
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	Nuts and bolts set
5 machine screws
18 flange nuts

6 bolts 60mm with M6 nut

CONTENT PACKAGE 2
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	Graphics – side Plexiglas, top Plexiglas and metal header for top front



ADVICE FOR ASSEMBLY
Please use the protective gloves during assembly to avoid cuts and fingerprints on the details.

Two people and two collapsible ladders or stepladders are needed for assembly.
Recommended tools: Level, 2 single hand clamps / poly grips, 2 collapsible / step ladders high enough to reach up to 3 meters, rubber hammer, cross headed screwdriver, unbrako key 4mm and 6mm, 8 mm wrench, 1 small adjustable wrench, drill with a selection of bits, black tape or double-sided tape, cleaning spray and cloth for removal of finger prints and stains.
FRAME ASSEMBLY
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	1 Gather the leg frames and connecting plates

2 Start assembling the mid leg frames

The leg frames and leg frame extensions are numbered and packaged together in pairs
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	The mid leg frames have no holes on the upper side.

The side leg frames have two pairs of holes on the upper side (see photo).
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	The extension frames should have the wider part of the hole closest to the bottom (see photo).

The shortest extension frames should be assembled on the side leg frames.
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	Assemble all leg frames and extensions.

Push the extensions using your hands as far as possible, and use a rubber hammer if needed to close the remaining gap.
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	3 Push the bottom end of the connection plate together and push it down into the leg frame’s lowest hole.
When the connection plate is fitted correctly, you should hear a clicking sound.

Two clamps/poly grips may be used to keep the bottom of the connection plates together, and a rubber hammer to push it into place.
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	Make sure the space where the leg frames are assembled is the space where the Wall unit should be permanently placed, as you will not be able to move the unit once the assembly is complete. The unit weighs 300 kg when completely assembled.

(The extension frames are not assembled in the photo)
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	4 Assemble the two side frames (with holes on the upper side) together with mid leg frames using the connecting plates (see photo)
5 Continue with assembling the frame extensions on the leg frames. The longest extensions should be fitted on the mid leg frames.

Adjust the setting screws on the bottom of the leg frame in order to make sure the frame is steady.
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	7 Assemble the connecting plates on the top of the frame. You will need a ladder. Start with the mid frame.

BOTTOM SHELF ASSEMBLY
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	8 Attach the 3 bottom shelves on to the leg frame as illustrated on the photo. Please note that there is a left, middle and right shelf.

The left shelf has an oval perforation back ledge, and 3 holes on left side. The right shelf has 3 holes on the right side. The mid shelf has no holes.
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	When the bottom shelves are assembled, there might be a gap between the shelves. Gently push the shelves back into place using your foot.

Please note that you should not stand on the shelves as you might damage them. 


BACK PLATE ASSEMBLY
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	9 Fix the back plates on to the frame.
Please note that 9 of the plates are identical. 3 plates are differing in size (smaller, and the left and right have a rounded upper corner) - these should be assembled on top of the frame

Start on the bottom with the 9 identical plates.
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	10 Assemble the top plates last.



SIDE PLATES ASSEMBLY
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	11 Put some cardboard or plastic on the floor under the side plates and assemble the top and bottom side plate together. Make sure there is no gap between them.
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	12 Tighten the bolts as you push the plates together.

Us an 8mm wrench and the accompanying nuts.

Please note that you should not tighten the bolts too much, as this will not look good on the other side of the plate.
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Use the accompanying M5 flange nuts to screw the plates together.
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	13 Lift the assembled side plate and fit it onto the holes on the bottom shelf/leg frame. 
Please note that the right and left side plates are different.
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	14 Tighten the side plates onto the leg frame using the accompanying nuts and bolts.

Please note! Do not tighten the bolts until the module is assembled.

Use the accompanying nuts and bolts (seee photo)
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TOP AND SIDE PLEXI GLASS PLATES ASSEMBLY
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	15 Fit the brackets on the top of the middle extended leg frames.
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	16 Pull the protective film off the front of the top Plexiglas plate.
Note the fixing hook that should be fitted on the side plate.

	Push the top Plexiglas into the track in the side plate and press down until the fixing hook fits.
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	17 Fit the middle top plate first. Push the plate down onto the top Plexiglas, and lay it on top of the brackets.

Please note that the bracket in the photo is missing the bolts to which the top plate is fastened.
Please note: Do not tighten the bolts until the top metal header is fitted.
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 Use the accompanying M5 nuts for assembly.
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	18 Continue with assembling the rounded top plates on each side of the top of the Wall. Fit them onto the locating bolts.
Tighten the rounded plates with the accompanying bolts. 6 pcs 16mm long.

Please note: Do not tighten the bolts fully until the top metal header is fitted.
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	Assemble the top metal header on the front of the top plates. Push until it fits on to the front edge of the top plates.

Tighten the header with the accompanying machine screws.

Tighten the header with 2 pcs machine screws on the top side of the header. Continue with tightening all the bolts and screws for the bracket and rounded top plates.
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 Use the accompanying machine screws.


SIDE AND TOP LED LIGHTING ASSEMBLY
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	19 Pull the plug from the transformer through the hole on the left bottom shelf.
The LED lighting consists of 3 connected units. One unit consists of four lights 1150mm long. These should be assembled on the inner side of the left side plate and under the top plates.

The two other LED units have three 500mm long lights each.

The only thing that separates these two units is the cable length. The unit with the longest cable should be assembled under the upper row of shelves, and the unit with the shorter cable under the middle row of shelves.

The units fitted on the shelves should be connected to the second transformer. 
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	20 The LED lights are delivered paired and can be fastened onto the shelves and plates with magnets.
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	21 Start with the unit consisting of four 1150mm long lights. 2 lights should be fastened to the left side plate and 2 under the top plates. Start with the lower lamp on the left side plate.
The lights should be turned forward and illuminate the Plexiglas from behind.
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SIDE PLEXIGLASS ASSEMBLY
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	22 Install the guide rail for the side Plexiglas into the intended holes to the left on the left bottom shelf.
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	23 Remove the protective film from the Plexiglas. Insert the Plexiglas into the guide rail and push until it stops against the side plate.

Adjust the locating bolts between the side and top Plexiglas.
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	24 Fasten the side Plexiglas to the side plate using the accompanying screws (see photo below)
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BRACKETS FOR WALL SHELVES ASSEMBLY
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	25 Decide where the wall shelves should be placed on the wall, and fasten the brackets accordingly.
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	Two of the brackets, left and right middle row, have rounded outer sides, so they will not abut onto the nuts on the side plates (see photo).


ASSEMBLY WALL SHELVES
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	26 The wall shelves have a locking mechanism that should be pushed upwards and down before the shelf is fitted onto the bracket.
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	The wall shelf should be pushed down and back onto the frame of the bracket until it stops.
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	When the shelf is in place, push the locking mechanism forward and down. Make sure the shelf is held firmly secured onto the bracket.
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	27 When the shelves are in place, push the product information holders onto the side of the shelf. Fasten the plastic holders onto these.

The data label holder should be fitted on the front of the shelf.




LED LIGHTING WALL SHELVES ASSEMBLY

	28 One unit with three 500mm lights should be fitted on the top shelf row. The last light has a longer cable that should be connected to the transformer. This light should be fitted on the left shelf.

The other unit should be fitted on the middle shelf row. The last light has a shorter cable than the other unit and should be connected to the same transformer (see photo). This should also be fitted on the left shelf. 

All lights should be turned downwards illuminating the shelves below.
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	29 The LED lights should be fastened to the shelves with magnets as close to the bracket as possible.
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	30 Connect the cables between the lights.
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	31 Push the cables between the lights through the holes in the brackets in order to make it as inconspicuous as possible. Fasten with magnets
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	32 Connect the plug to an outlet and make sure all lights are working.

The assembly of the Wall unit is now complete.
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
